PERSONAL INFORMATION WE COLLECT

Personal information you provide to us. Personal information you may provide to us
through the Service or otherwise includes:

e Contact data, personal or business contact information such as your first and
last name, email and mailing addresses, phone number, professional title and
company name.

e Registration data, such as information that you provide to register for an
account or sign up for an event, including the day and month of your birth and
the event you registered for.

e Other information that we may collect which is not specifically listed here, but
which we will use in accordance with this Privacy Policy or as otherwise
disclosed at the time of collection.

Data from other sources. We may also collect information about you from:

e Business partners, such as advertising and joint marketing partners.
e Data providers, such as information services and data licensors.
e Public sources, such as blogs, forums or social media platforms.

Information we obtain from third party platforms. If you choose to login to the Sites
via a third-party platform, such as Google or Facebook, or otherwise connect your
account on the third-party platform or network to your account through the Sites, we
may collect information from that platform or network. You may also have the
opportunity to provide us with additional information via the third-party platform or
network, such as a list of your friends or connections and your email address.

Other technologies

In addition to cookies, our Sites may use other technologies, such as Flash technology
and pixel tags to collect information automatically.

Web Beacons

We may also use web beacons (which are also known as pixel tags and clear GIFs) on
our Sites and in our HTML formatted emails to track the actions of users on our Sites
and interactions with our emails. Unlike cookies, which are stored on the hard drive of
your computer or mobile device by a website, pixel tags are embedded invisibly on
webpages or within HTML formatted emails. Pixel tags are used to demonstrate that a
web page was accessed or that certain content was viewed, typically to measure the
success of our marketing campaigns or engagement with our emails and to compile
statistics about usage of the Sites, so that we can manage our content more effectively.

Mobile Application Software Development Kits (SDKs)

We may use third-party software development kits (“SDKs”) in our Apps. A SDK is
third-party computer code that may be used for a variety of purposes, including to
provide us with analytics regarding the use of our mobile applications, to integrate with
social media, add features or functionality to our Apps, or to facilitate online advertising.
SDKs may enable third parties to collect information directly via our Apps.
